Background 

Since 1989, I have been representing industry and government contractors specifically; managing GSA and VA schedule contracts.  After decades of discussions, telephone calls, letters and meetings trying to talk with GSA management (and getting nowhere) about these and like issues, I have turned to this web format to draw attention to these issues.  Maybe if the public gets involved and begins to understand what an abuse/waste/joke it is to try to work with GSA, we might see real reform/change.  Certainly, GSA has shown no inclination or history of identifying and/or fixing their own problems.  In fact, they keep creating more.   See My Latest Beefs, below. 

In 2003, I presented a list of what I termed, low-hanging-fruit issues/problems to the then Assistant Commissioner of GSA, Neal Fox.  As far as I was concerned, all could be easily fixed; yet the majority of those issues still impede our efforts today.  (See the 2003-letter-to-Neal-Fox link below).  In the Summer of 2009, I was told by GSA that they would not fix several SIN dash issues with the GSA Advantage system because that system was being replaced and they would not allocate any funds toward fixing anything related to it.

Although the majority of my federal working experience, and hence the issues and problems I bring up on this site, are limited to my dealings with GSA and the VA schedules divisions; I have learned that GSA does not have an exclusive on bad federal program management/government waste and abuse.  I have heard horror stories as well , about the DoD, the Pentagon Procurement offices, NOAA, the FAA and more keep coming.  And we have all visited our particular state Motor Vehicle Agency.  You can call a federal program anything you want, like the "Program for Procurement Excellence" but if it is nearly impossible to get work out of them, the name has no effect, other than to render it a laughing matter.
